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It is an axiom that bilingualism entails biculturalism, and teaching of
culture has now become an imperative part of foreign language
education. Accordingly, cultural awareness teaching must be brought
to foreign language classrooms. If the subject matter is English, it is
inevitable to teach cultures of the English-speaking world. However,
it is beyond the limits of an English language classroom to teach all
of the cultures of the today's English-speaking World. To meet the
limits of the English language classroom, it is recommendable to
narrow down the scope of the cultures to the Anglo-American culture.
Nevertheless, the TEFL in Korea has paid little attention to the
Anglo-American cultural aspects. No wonder, most of Korean college
students in this research misunderstood those cultural aspects that are
seemingly well integrated in Korean language and culture. This paper
shows empirical evidences of Korean students' cultural
misunderstanding and emphasizes the importance of teaching of the
Anglo-American culture in TEFL
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Culture, aside from its reference to the artefacts of a given
community, involves socially acquired knowledge. This
knowledge is organized in culture-specific ways which
normally frame our perception of reality such that we
largely define the world through the filter of our world
view.
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
